General Information

1. Societies playing on the HEATH COURSE should be members of a golf club or EGU
registered society. Visitors will be asked for a Handicap Certificate when booking in at the
Professional Shop, or the Organiser may provide a list (as attached) of the handicaps of all
the players in the party.

2. Tee Times (Not Friday afternoons)
Main Course Any time after 9.30am for morning round and after 1.30pm for afternoon round
Forest Course Any time after 8.00 am
(Standard timings, however, we endeavour to meet your requested tee time)

3. Green Fees (inclusive of VAT)

Main Course Societies £40 for one round
£45 (27 holes)
£50 (36 holes)
Forest Course Societies - £20 per round or £35.00 all day

PLEASE NOTE FEES APPLY TO TOTALS PLAYING ON THE DAY

Green fees can be paid by cash or cheque (payable to Woodbridge Golf Club) or
Debit/Credit cards can be used with the exception of American Express. A Green fee tag will be
issued which must be displayed at all times.

4. Professional Shop
Woodbridge Golf Club has a shop available for purchasing of golf clothing and
accessories suitable for prizes.

5. Clubhouse
Opening hours:- Summer - 8am to 10 pm Winter - 8 am to 6 pm
The bar will close 1 hour after sunset or as above, whichever is the earlier, unless
there is a booked evening function.

Golf Etiquette

The normal standards of golfing etiquette apply at Woodbridge Golf Club, and should be
adhered to at all times.

Format of play
It is preferred that Societies play 3 or 4 ball matches. Texas scrambles are only allowed on
the Forest Course.

Trolleys/Buggy
Only wide wheel trolleys are permitted. Small ride-on carts are permitted only with
permission from the General Manager.

There is one single seat buggy available for hire.

Dress — Please read this to avoid embarrassment on the day

Dress on the course - should be appropriate to the playing of golf. Trainers, denim jeans
and collarless or sleeveless shirts are not acceptable. Men playing in tailored shorts may
wear knee length or short white sports socks, which must be worn up at all times.

Dress in the Clubhouse - Smart casual dress may be worn anywhere in the clubhouse but
this does not include the wearing of jeans, collarless t-shirts/singlets, training shoes or golf
shoes. Jacket and Tie (cravat/roll neck) is the preferred dress when dining.

Food
Bar snacks only may be consumed in the Lounge & Casual Bar. Restaurant meals and
specials from the blackboard may only be consumed in the dining area.

Security

The Club is not responsible for any property left on any part of the premises. Cash or
valuables should be under lock and key or left with the Steward or General Manager for safe
keeping.

Mobile phones
These may not be used on the Course or in the Clubhouse and should be switched off. They
may be used in the Car Park.

Societies are advised that the Club reserves the right to close parts of the Course as required
for maintenance at short notice and greens will at times have dressings applied.
